Last month I was with a bunch of pastors and elders reading ordination exams. On the last day we finished a 
little early and another pastor and I had a long wait for our flights home so we ate dinner together. I was sharing with 
her some of the differences between being a professor and being a pastor and I quipped that as a professor I was 
pretty much my own boss, but as a pastor I had 300 bosses! She didn’t laugh. Instead she cut me short and said, 
“No. You only have one boss.” 

I’ve been pondering that lately. As a congregation we are blessed to be a family with numerous wants, needs, 
opinions, and preferences. Sometimes those can clash. For example, some members of our congregation love the 
green hymnal supplement…and some hate it! Some think we should be doing more contemporary praise songs, 
while others long to sing more of the traditional hymns. Some want us to encourage youth from every background to 
be involved in our Wednesday evening programs while others are concerned with the challenge of having kids with 
behavior issues. 

Most pastors suffer from the desire to please people. We want to keep everyone happy. But that’s a problem 
when what makes one parishioner happy makes another unhappy. If I look at all our parishioners as “bosses” then 
I’m going to fail to keep my bosses happy no matter what I do! So my colleague is absolutely right that I need to re-
member that I have only one boss, and his name is Jesus. 

Of course, the problem with being a pastor who knows that Jesus is his only boss is that it’s tempting to think 
that what I want to do is what Jesus wants me to do and, sadly enough, that’s often not true. Like all of us, I am 
deeply flawed and tend to be selfish and self-serving. So how do I keep my boss happy? 

One of the blessings of being a Presbyterian pastor is that I’m not responsible for all the decisions in the 
church. That responsibility is shared with the Session. Your Elders on Session are entrusted with discerning God’s 
will for the congregation. These twelve men and women come to this task with different backgrounds, different 
strengths and weaknesses. We trust that the Holy Spirit works through our differences to help discern God’s will. 

In seeking to please my boss, I have the input of Session, as well as the comments and feedback from all of 
you, and together we stumble forward as best as we are able. My prayer for us as a congregation is that we trust the 
Spirit to work through our officers to do God’s will in this place. I and the members of Session need your honest feed-
back about where we are and where we’re going, but we also need to remember that our goal is not to please every-
one but, in the words of Paul, to “look not to your own interests, but to the interests of others.” 

Of course, the truth is that all of us have the same boss and all of us should be trying to please Christ in what 
we say and do. It’s a challenging task whether you’re a nurse, a teller, a plumber, a stay-at-home parent, or a pastor. 
It isn’t always easy to discern God’s will or to remember that he is our boss. But it’s worth it. When we try to please 
God rather than human beings it gives a consistency to what we do, it relieves the stress of trying to make everyone 
happy, and the retirement plan is great!
